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Abstract. All elaborates must be accompanied by an abstract. The abstract should briefly state the problem or purpose of the work, indicate the theoretical or experimental plas used, summarize the principal findings, and print out the major conmclusions. Abstract length is one paragrapf (250 words).
Keywords. Indicate an accurate list of five keywords. The title, abstract, and keywords play a pivotal role in the communication of the work. Without them, most elaborates may never be read or even found by interested readers.
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TEXT. There are no specific recommendation on lenght, but it must be adequate for comprehensive coverage of the work. The parts of the manuscript should be assembled in the following sequence:
Introduction. Usually one or two manuscript pages, should state precisely the purpose and goals of the work and its scope and limitations.
Results and Discussion. The function of this section is first of all to objectively present the key results without interpretation, in an orderly and logical sequence using both text and illustrative materials (Schemes, Figures and Tables). The section must be done in order to highlight the evidence needed to answer the questions/hypotheses investigated. Important negative results should be reported, too. Subsequently, during the Discussion it will have to interpret the results of the work in light of what was already known about the subject of the work, and to explain new understanding of the problem after taking the results into consideration.
Conclusion. This section simply states what the researcher thinks the data mean, and, as such, should relate directly back to the question stated in the introduction. This section should not offer any reasons for those particular conclusions, but by looking at only the Introduction and Conclusion sections, a reader should have a good idea of what during the work has been investigated and discovered. Then the conclusions should not summarise information already present in the text or abstract.
FIGURES. Each figure must have a caption that includes the figure number and a brief description, preferably one or two sentences. The caption should follow the format “Figure 1. Figure caption.” All figures must be mentioned in the text consecutively and numered with Arabic numerals. The caption should be understable without reference to the text. To insert the figure into the template, be sure it is already sized appropriately and paste before the figure caption.

SCHEMES. Groups of structural formulas that show action are called schemes. Schemes may have brief titles describing their contents. The title should follow the format “Scheme 1. Scheme Title”. Structures should be produced with the use of a drawing program and numbered consecutively in the order of appearance in the text. The schemes may also have footnotes, and to insert the scheme into the template, be sure it is already sized appropriately and paste after the scheme title.

TABLES. Tables are numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals. The title should immediately follow the table number at the head of the table. The title should follow the format “Table 1. Table Title”. Tables should appear within the manuscript when mentioned and should not be grouped at the end. The title should be understandable without reference to the text and to put details in footnotes, not in the title.

EQUATIONS. Equations are denoted by Arabic numerals in parentheses at the right side and should be numbered consecutively.

It is possible to insert Figures, Schemes and Tebles in a two-column format. These must appear at the top of the page. Be sure to add another break after the table.
Experimental Section. This section is typically divided into several subheadings, each of which corresponds to the major intellectual steps undertaken to complete the experiment. The Experimental Section should be a concise step-by-step summary of what was done during the experiment. In generale the experimental section should give all the information necessary for someone to actually repeat the experimental successfully. For this this section is always written in the third person, past tense.
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
